But where does all of this leave our children?  Research 
continues to indicate, as Pope John Paul II  put so 
eloquently above, that children absorb what is put in 
front of them.  Research shows that a family that has a sit 
down meal together with no technology, television, or 
any type of interference is the family that will continue to 
form the glue that will stick. A constant barrage of 
television, music, video games, techno violence and 
innuendos result in conditioning the attitudes and 
behaviors of our children.  It  is our job as parents to 
condition our children, not through technology and 
media. 

Maybe in the end, the news might not be so bad.  We 
could turn off the world for a while and turn on the 
spiritual resources we have to be a family.  As we journey 
through Lent we continue to practice prayer, fasting, 
and almsgiving here at school.  I  encourage you to join 
us for Stations of the Cross on Monday mornings, Mass on 
Friday mornings, or join your childÕs class during their 
monthly  adoration time.  If those opportunities donÕt fit 
with your schedule, St. Michael Parish has many evening 
prayer experiences for your spiritual growth during Lent.
